Units of measurement
Except where noted, temperature is given in degrees Celsius (°C), rainfall in millimetres (mm), and wind speed in kilometres
per hour (km/h).

Observation times and periods
Each station in Australia makes its main observation for the day at 9 am local time. At this time, the precipitation over the past
24 hours is determined, and maximum and minimum thermometers are also read and reset. In this publication, the following
conventions are used for assigning dates to the observations made:
Maximum temperatures are for the 24 hours from 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the afternoon of that
day.
Minimum temperatures are for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the early morning of that
day.
Mean temperatures are the average of the daily maximum and daily minimum temperatures.
Daily rainfall is for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. This means a significant fraction of the rain may have
occurred on the previous calendar day.
Monthly rainfall is for the period from 9 am on the last day of the previous month to 9 am on the last day of this month.
Maximum daily wind gusts are in the 24 hours from midnight to midnight.

Climatological values
The climatological averages shown in the text and tables are generally long-term means based on observations from the years
1961–1990. They are not shown for sites with less than 25 years of record in that time, as they cannot then be calculated
reliably. Climatological extremes are generally taken from all available years of record; the number of years can vary markedly
from site to site.

Records
The tables of records are not exhaustive, as they only show sites with at least 30 years of record. This may exclude locations
where a new site has been established; this means even some major cities and towns may not be listed.

Maps
The temperature and rainfall maps are intended to give an overview of the country. There could be discrepancies between the
values shown on these maps and those at individual locations, as a result of the way the maps are generated. A wide range of
maps of rainfall, temperature and other variables, covering the whole country and smaller regions can be found at
www.bom.gov.au/climate/maps.

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Overview

• above average maxima and minima nationally
• a significant cold outbreak for eastern Australia,

with snow falling to low levels
• a notable warm spell for the north and west,

including some daily records
• below average rainfall nationally, although

regionally varied

July was a warmer-than-average month for most of
northern Australia while for the southeastern States
and adjacent parts of southern Queensland and South
Australia it was cooler than average. A significant cold
outbreak between the 11th and 17th contributed
significantly to cool monthly anomalies over this
region. Further detail is provided in the Significant
Weather (see page 3) section or in the Climate
Update "A significant low-level snow event across
eastern Australia", located at http://www.bom.gov.au/
climate/updates/articles/a011-eastern-snow-
event.shtml. Above-average temperatures in Western
Australia were the result of more persistent
anomalies, although the last few days of the month
were especially warm for Western Australia and the
last two weeks of the month much warmer than
average for the north of Australia.

Maximum temperatures for July were warmer than
average across much of northern and western

Australia. Maxima were cooler than average for most
of New South Wales, extending just into southern
Queensland, central and western Victoria,
northwestern Tasmania, and in South Australia in the
far southeast and the Flinders and Eyre Peninsula
districts. Nationally, July maxima were 0.43 °C above
average.

Minimum temperatures for July were warmer than
average for most of Western Australia and a large part
of Queensland, extending south of the Peninsula to
the Central West district. Minima were cooler than
average for parts of the Northern Territory, a large part
of the southeast—extending inland of the Great
Dividing Range into eastern South Australia—and
most of Tasmania. Nationally, minimum temperatures
were 0.41 °C above average.

Nationally, rainfall was 27% below average. Rainfall
during July was below average for the southwest of
Western Australia and also for the majority of
Tasmania, and parts of the east coast, South Australia
and western Victoria. Rainfall was higher than average
for parts of northern Australia, some areas of the east,
and some parts of the west of Western Australia. A
number of locations in southwest Western Australia
observed their highest July daily rainfall (see page 16)
for the 24 hours to 9 am on the 31st.

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Significant weather

Cold outbreak and low-level snow for the east

The southeastern States and parts of Queensland
experienced a significant cold outbreak between the
11th and 17th. The cold outbreak was notable for its
spatial extent, producing widespread snow along the
Great Dividing Range from the Southern Tablelands in
New South Wales to the Granite Belt in southern
Queensland. In addition to the summary below,
further detail is provided in the Climate Update "A
significant low-level snow event across eastern
Australia", located at http://www.bom.gov.au/climate/
updates/articles/a011-eastern-snow-event.shtml.

At the start of this event snow was reported in the
upper parts of the ranges east of Melbourne and
elevated parts of southern and central New South
Wales on the morning of the 12th—including snow
depths greater than 5 cm in the Tablelands of New
South Wales at Oberon, Guyra, Glen Innes and
Orange, and 15 cm of snow at Mt Ginini—with more
widespread falls in elevated parts of Victoria on the
14th and 15th, although snowfalls in Victoria were
generally light and not especially unusual.

The system strengthened on the 16th, with
widespread snowfall reported across the New South
Wales Tablelands on the 17th, extending to 600 m in
the Southern Highlands. Snow depths greater than
5 cm were reported at areas including Bowral,
Bathurst, and Guyra, with 10 cm at Glen Innes. Light
dustings of snow were also reported on the ground at
Goulburn and Armidale, while 15 cm to 20 cm of
snow was reported in the Blue Mountains, the
heaviest snow since at least 2012. The snow and
black ice led to the closure of several major roads,
stranding motorists, while strong winds also caused
power outages in some areas.

In Queensland snow was reported in various locations
in the Granite Belt. Sleet was reported at Eukey late
on the 16th, turning to snow and falling heavily at
times early on the 17th. There were multiple reports
of snow settling at elevations above 800 m in the
Granite Belt, with accumulations around 5 cm in
Stanthorpe and Eukey. There were reports of brief
snow flurries as far north as Toowoomba on the
morning of the 17th. Snowfall was observed down to
350 m on the coastal side of Cunningham's Gap,
about 90 km southwest of Brisbane. Accumulations
of snow occurred on higher peaks (Mt Mitchell and
Mt Cordeaux) above 1100 m in the Cunningham's
Gap area. Snow depths up to about 10 cm were
observed around Stanthorpe and up to 20 cm in the
deepest snow drifts beside some of the back roads
on the highest parts around the Mt Norman area.

Accumulation rates of up to 3 cm in 45 minutes were
reported and accumulations in southeast Queensland
were the deepest since 1984. Freezing fog/cloud to
ground level with rime ice and hoar frost was reported
in the Bunya Mountains northwest of Brisbane.

In addition to this event snow fell to below 400 m in
Tasmania on the 2nd, with greater quantities down to
500 m on the 27th. Some elevated roads (including
the Lyell Highway and Highland Lakes Road) were
closed or restricted to 4WDs.

Several other snow-bearing systems also crossed the
alpine regions of the southeast during July. Natural
snow depths at Spencer's Creek increased from just
4.5 cm on the 9th—the latest date on record to have
less than 5 cm of snow—to 122.4 cm at the start of
August—close to the long-term average. The Bureau
does not collect snow measurements, but Snowy
Hydro take regular measurements for Spencer's
Creek as part of their operations.

Cold at the Australian Antarctic stations

Both Mawson and Davis observed their coolest July
maximum and minimum temperatures for more than
20 years. The lowest minimum temperature of the
month at an Australian base was −37.1 °C at Davis on
the 10th.

Heavy rain in Western Australia

A cold front and an associated cloudband abought
moderate to heavy rainfall to the western parts of the
South West Land Division on the 19th and 20th, while
a low pressure system and an associated trough off
the northwest coast of Western Australia produced
moderate to heavy falls in the Gascoyne district
between the evening of the 20th and the morning of
the 21st.

During the last days of the month a low pressure
system and cloudband with embedded
thunderstorms produced widespread moderate to
heavy rain over the southwest of Western Australia
during the 30th and 31st. Many sites in the Central
West, Central Wheat Belt and South West districts
observed their wettest July day on record (see page
16). Minor to moderate flooding occurred in the
Moore River catchment.

Strong winds in New South Wales

Strong winds associated with the passage of a cold
front on the 10th damaged at least 12 buildings at
Burrumbuttock in the Riverina region, as well as
removing the roof from a home in Armidale.
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Strong winds in South Australia

Scattered showers affected western and southern
districts of South Australia from early on the 11th in a
very cold and unstable southwesterly airstream in the
wake of a cold front. One shower produced a wind
gust of 91 km/h at Ceduna, with reports of trees
being blown down and the roof of an amenities block
blown off.

Later the same day, a low pressure system pushed
northeastwards towards the Lower South East coast.
Southwesterly winds on the northwest flank of this
low increased to gale force, affecting eastern
Kangaroo Island, the southern Mount Lofty Ranges
and coastal parts of southeast South Australia from
about mid-afternoon on the 11th through to the early
hours of the 12th. Winds of 60 km/h to 70 km/h were
recorded at Cape Willoughby, Lower Inman Valley,
Hindmarsh Island and Cape Jaffa. The highest
recorded wind gust was 98 km/h at Hindmarsh Island.

A band of showers linked to a fast moving front
embedded in a vigorous westerly flow tracked across
the southeast of South Australia during the evening of
the 24th, generating localised squally winds which
brought down trees and tree limbs in parts of the
Mount Lofty Ranges. The highest recorded wind gust
was 87 km/h at Mount Crawford.

Another stronger front tracked across southern parts
of South Australia during the afternoon and evening of
the 25th, bringing with it a band of squally showers
and thunderstorms. West to northwesterly winds
increased across the Mount Lofty Ranges just ahead
of the front, with gusts to 96 km/h recorded at Mount
Crawford. Near-severe wind gusts were reported in
several districts with the passage of the front, but
only isolated and minor tree damage resulted.

A warm spell for the north

A very warm spell affected northern Australia during
the latter part of the month as a strengthening high
pressure system moved over southern Australia.
Several locations in central and western Queensland
observed their highest July temperature on record on
the 26th. The system extended a dry airmass into
southern and western Queensland in the wake of a
surface trough with dry inland air was pushed through
central parts of the Northern Territory and the
Kimberley district on the following day. Several
locations around the Top End and the northwest of
Western Australia experienced their warmest July day
on record between the 26th and 30th.

A second pulse of warm air spread from the
northwest of Western Australia into more inland parts
during the 28th and 29th with a few sites observing
their warmest July night on the night of the 29th or
30th.

Tropical cyclone Raquel

Tropical cyclone Raquel formed to the north of the
Solomon Islands (approximately 2000 km away from
the Queensland coast) early on the morning of the 1st
July, the system remained at category 1 strength until
being downgraded to a tropical low on the 2nd and
decaying by the 5th. At no time did Raquel posed a
threat to the Queensland coast. Raquel was the only
known instance of a tropical cyclone during July in the
Queensland region since the satellite era began. A
cyclone has been recorded in the Queensland region
during June—tropical cyclone Ida (30 May to
3 June 1972)—and two in the Indian Ocean during
July—tropical cycloneLindsay (9–13 July 1996) and an
unnamed system (29–30 July 2007).

Synoptic summary

The month started with a near-stationary high
pressure ridge in place over the southern half of the
mainland which persisted until weakening during the
7th. In the tropical regions the start of the month was
marked by the development of a very late-season
tropical cyclone—Raquel (see page 3). A tropical low
to north of the Solomon Islands deepened in the last
days of June, reaching tropical cyclone status on
1 July and passing into the Queensland region of
responsibility, becoming the first cyclone in the
Queensland region during July since the satellite era
began. Raquel remained in the vicinty of the
Solomons and did not pose a threat to the Australian
coast.

From the 11th, a complex low and strong cold front
crossed southeastern Australia. The low remained
over the Tasman Sea, directing a very cold, vigorous
and unstable south- to southeasterly airstream across

Tasmania, Victoria and eastern South Australia.
Another strong cold front crossed into Victoria on the
14th, adding to the pool of cold air remaining over the
southeast associated with the previous front. The cold
pool had moved into New South Wales and southern
Queensland by the 16th.

On the 17th, a low associated with the latter front
deepened off the southern New South Wales coast
then tracked eastwards across the Tasman Sea.

A series of vigorous cold fronts embedded in westerly
flow swept across southern coastlines between the
20th and 27th.

Meanwhile, a high pressure system tracking over the
Bight was replaced by a ridge of high pressure which
directed easterly flow across the tropics until the end
of the month as it tracked across the southern half of
the continent.
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Temperatures

July was a warm month for much of western and
northern Australia with mean temperatures in the
highest 10% of historical observations along the coast
of Western Australia between the western Kimberley
and Central West district. Meanwhile, for large areas
in the southeast of the continent both maxima and
minima were cooler than average. For Australia as a
whole, mean temperatures were 0.42 °C warmer
than the long-term mean. Individually, maximum
temperatures were 0.43 °C above average nationally,
while minimum tempertures were 0.41 °C warmer
than average.

Maximum temperatures

Maximum temperatures were warmer than average
across much of Western Australia except an area
around Esperance and the northern interior, across
the top of the Northern Territory, and through most of
Queensland except the Channel Country and the
south. Maxima were in the highest 10% of July
records for areas of the western Kimberley, small
areas on the west coast of Western Australia, and
large areas around the Gulf of Carpentaria.

Maxima were cooler than average over much of the
southeastern quadrant of Australia, extending from

the Eyre Peninsula in South Australia, through New
South Wales into part of southern Queensland and
also covering northwestern Tasmania. However,
minima were near average around the Murraylands in
South Australia, East Gippsland and southeastern
New South Wales, and part of central Victoria. In
terms of statewide averages, July was the coldest
since 1998 for New South Wales and Victoria.

Western Australia experienced a warm start to July as
a high pressure system migrated eastward across
Australia during the first week of the month. Warm
anomalies lessened but became more generalised as
high pressure continued to dominate southern
Australia.

A cold front crossed southwest Western Australia
during the 7th—most locations in the west of
Western Australia observed their coolest day of the
month on the 8th or the 9th as the cold, unstable
airmass behind the front spread across the west.

Days were warmer than average for much of the
Northern Territory and eastern Australia between on
10th and 11th before a strong cold front associated
with a complex low over the southeastern Bight
moved rapidly eastwards on the 11th. Maxima were
below average over nearly all of Australia on the 12th
in very cold air behind the front. This significant cold
outbreak (see page 3) saw widespread below-average
temperatures for the following week, peaking on the
16th when maxima were more than six degrees
cooler than average over central New South Wales to
southern Queensland. However, days were warmer
than average over the South West Land Division of
Western Australia between the 17th and 19th under
northerly airflow associated with a large high pressure
system over the Bight.

Warmth built in the east from the 21st, becoming
more pronounced in the north between the 22nd and
26th as a high pressure ridge established across the
south. Record-high July daily maximum temperatures
(see page 14) occurred at some sites in Queensland
on the 26th although large areas of anomalies in
excess of six or eight degrees were observed in the
north on multiple days.

During this period temperatures were generally close
to average across the rest of Australia, although days
were cooler than average around the 25th along the
path of a cloudband extending from the Pilbara coast
into central Australia.

The subtropical jet stream brought cloud from the
Indian Ocean over southwest Western Australia from
the 28th. Days were warmer than average for much

of Australia and very warm for Western Australia, with
anomalies of eight to twelve degrees over some
inland areas.

Minimum temperatures

Minimum temperatures were warmer than average
for most of Western Australia, part of adjacent
northwestern South Australia, and a large part of
Queensland extending from the base of the Cape
York Peninsula into central regions. Minima were in
the highest 10% of July observations for large areas
of Western Australia's western and southern coast.

Minimum temperatures were below average in
southern parts of the Northern Territory, extending
just into adjacent parts of Western Australia and
Queensland, part of the Roper–McArthur district.
Minima were also below average across a large part

of the southeastern continent spanning the eastern
third of South Australia, northwestern to central
Victoria, and southwestern New South Wales, as well
as across much of Tasmania.

Southwest Western Australia experienced warmer
than average overnight temperatures at the start of
July, with parts of the north also warmer than
average. A high pressure system over the southeast
brought cooler-than-average minima to large parts of
southeastern Australia to southern Queensland
between the 3rd and 6th, with frosty mornings
affecting large areas.

The northwest of Western Australia had a string of
warm nights between the 9th and 13th while a
surface trough was present in the area, with minima
also above average in southern Queensland on the
10th and more generally across the east on the
following day. Meanwhile, a southwesterly airstream
kept nights cool in southwest Western Australia.

Several strong cold fronts embedded in this flow
tracked across the southeast over the following days
(see cold outbreak in Significant Weather (see page
3)). Nights up to eight degrees cooler than average
were observed across parts of Queensland and the
Northern Territory between the 13th and 16th. Daily
minima remained generally below average across
much of Australia until the 20th in the wake of a cold
outbreak.

A trough extending from the Indian Ocean across
Western Australia brought above-average overnight
temperatures to the west of Western Australia on the
20th, with warm anomalies spreading across much of
Australia between the 22nd and 26th. Multiple nights
more than eight degrees warmer than average were
recorded in areas between northwest Western
Australia and southeastern Queensland.

Northern Australia continued to observe mild nights
while the southern half of Australia saw average to
cooler-than-average nights from 27th as a high
pressure system tracked across the south. A few
sites in the South West Land Division observing
record-warm July nights (see page 14) on the night of
the 29th or 30th on the back side of this high.
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Rainfall

July rainfall was below average for most of the South
West Land Division and part of the southeast coast in
Western Australia, much of Tasmania, southeast
Queensland and the central coast of New South
Wales, large parts of agricultural and pastoral South
Australia, as well as areas between the western half
of Victoria and western Queensland. Rainfall was
above average for the Cape York Peninsula, eastern
Top End, western Kimberley, parts of the west of
Western Australia, and in parts of the east between
the Darling Downs in southern Queensland and East
Gippsland in Victoria. Nationally, rainfall was 27%
below average.

Total rainfall in July 2015

At the start of the month, a surface trough stretching
from the Gulf of Carpentaria to the New South Wales
coast generated falls between 10 mm and 25 mm in
parts of southern Queensland and northern New
South Wales. A moist easterly flow in northern
Australia resulted in light falls in the eastern Top End
and the tip of the Cape York Peninsula.

A cold front tracked across southeastern Australia,
bringing moderate falls to western Tasmania in the
48 hours to 9 am on the 3rd, and light falls over
southern Victoria. In the west, a broad low pressure
system and surface trough west of Perth brought light
to moderate rainfall to parts of southwest and coastal
southeast Western Australia.

Early on the 4th, a cold front brought light to
moderate rainfall to western and northern parts of
Tasmania. A cold front and associated surface troughs
brought moderate falls to northern Tasmania during
the following day and light falls over parts of South
Australia and Victoria to moderate falls in East
Gippsland to 9 am on the 7th.

A strong cold front tracked across southern Western
Australia during the 7th and 8th, with falls in excess of
15 mm recorded around Albany and other parts of the
southeast coast. A trough extending inland from
northwestern Western Australia generated
thunderstorms with isolated totals in excess of
15 mm near the Kimberley coast.

A cloudband formed ahead of a trough and strong
cold front approaching the southeast during the 10th,
producing widespread falls over several days across
much of coastal South Australia, Victoria, New South
Wales, parts of southern Queensland, and northern
Tasmania, including totals in excess of 50 mm to
9 am on the 13th in the coastal southeast.

A vigorous cold front tracked across southeastern
Australia and southern Queensland between the 14th
and 16th, with light to moderate falls recorded across
much of the southeast and light rainfall through
northern New South Wales and southern
Queensland. Heavier falls were recorded in East
Gippsland and parts of the Snowy Mountains in the
24 hours to 9 am on the 17th as the associated
complex low became slow-moving off the New South
Wales coast.

A rainband developed over southwest Western
Australia from the 19th as a surface trough extending
from the Indian Ocean and a pair of cold fronts
tracked across southern Western Australia, with falls
between 10 mm and 50 mm recorded across the
Gascoyne and the South West Land Division.

The second cold front tracked across the southern
States, bringing light to moderate rainfall to coastal
South Australia, central New South Wales, Victoria
and Tasmania between the 21st and 23rd. Embedded
thunderstorms brought heavier falls in northwestern
Tasmania, central New South Wales, and southern
Queensland.

Another cold front tracked across southwest Western
Australia during the early hours of the 23rd, with light
to moderate falls recorded in parts of the South West
Land Division.

Moisture continued to stream into northwest Western
Australia from the Indian Ocean with a thickening
cloudband extending from the Pilbara to southeastern
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Queensland on the 24th. A cold front crossing the
southeast was also generating cloud. Moderate totals
were recorded in southeastern Queensland and
northeastern New South Wales, the Alpine area,
northern and western Tasmania, and along the
junction of the Gascoyne and Pilbara districts in the
24 hours to 9 am on the 25th.

A deep low located to the southwest of Tasmania on
the 25th swept a cold front through the southeast,
bringing light falls to the south coast of the mainland
and moderate falls to western Tasmania over the
following days.

A persistent, moist onshore southeasterly airstream
produced rainfall on parts of the northern coast of
Queensland, with moderate falls recorded on the
north tropical coast near the end of the month.

Towards the end of the month a cloudband
associated with a low west of Perth generated areas
of moderate falls over the South West Land Division
and Gascoyne from the 28th, with areas of rain
becoming heavier and more widespread as a cold
front tracked across the southwest of Western
Australia. This front was linked to a complex low well
south of Tasmania. Moderate falls were recorded
across the South West Land Division and western
Tasmania between the 30th and 31st, with lighter
falls in parts of southeastern South Australia, and
western Victoria. Numerous locations in the Central
West and Central Wheat Belt districts of Western
Australia had their highest July daily rainfall (see page
16) in the 24 hours to 9 am on the 31st. Daily totals
exceeded 50 mm, with Jarrahwood receiving
93.4 mm and Westbourne breaking a 108-year-old-
record with 75 mm.
