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Units of measurement
Except where noted, temperature is given in degrees Celsius (°C), rainfall in millimetres (mm), and wind speed in kilometres
per hour (km/h).

Observation times and periods

Each station in Australia makes its main observation for the day at 9 am local time. At this time, the precipitation over the past
24 hours is determined, and maximum and minimum thermometers are also read and reset. In this publication, the following
conventions are used for assigning dates to the observations made:

Maximum temperatures are for the 24 hours from 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the afternoon of that
day.

Minimum temperatures are for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the early morning of that
day.

Mean temperatures are the average of the daily maximum and daily minimum temperatures.

Daily rainfall is for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. This means a significant fraction of the rain may have
occurred on the previous calendar day.

Monthly rainfall is for the period from 9 am on the last day of the previous month to 9 am on the last day of this month.
Maximum daily wind gusts are in the 24 hours from midnight to midnight.

Climatological values

The climatological averages shown in the text and tables are generally long-term means based on observations from the years
1961-1990. They are not shown for sites with less than 25 years of record in that time, as they cannot then be calculated
reliably. Climatological extremes are generally taken from all available years of record; the number of years can vary markedly
from site to site.

Records
The tables of records are not exhaustive, as they only show sites with at least 30 years of record. This may exclude locations
where a new site has been established; this means even some maijor cities and towns may not be listed.

Maps

The temperature and rainfall maps are intended to give an overview of the country. There could be discrepancies between the
values shown on these maps and those at individual locations, as a result of the way the maps are generated. A wide range of
maps of rainfall, temperature and other variables, covering the whole country and smaller regions can be found at
www.bom.gov.au/climate/maps.

Both maximum and minimum temperatures were
very much above average for the southern half of
Australia for October, with parts the warmest on
record. They were highest on record for the nation as
a whole (national maximum temperature anomaly
+3.44 °C, minimum temperature anomaly +2.34 °C).
The national mean temperature anomaly of +2.89 °C
was the warmest monthly anomaly on record for any
month, surpassing the previous record of +2.75 °C
set in September 2013.

All States and the Northern Territory placed in the top
ten maximum temperature records for October; New
South Wales, Victoria, South Australia, and Western
Australia observed their warmest October on record.
All regions except Tasmania and the Northern
Territory placed in the top ten minimum temperature
records for October.

The extreme monthly anomalies were a result of
exceptional early-season warmth at the start of the

month and persistence of above-average
temperatures through the month. Records associated
with the early-season heat and monthly record are
discussed in detail in a Special Climate Statement.

Bucking the trend, the east of the Cape York
Peninsula in Queensland observed cooler-than-
average days for October, while nights were cooler
than average for the Top End of the Northern Territory
and other isolated pockets of northern Australia.

October rainfall was below average for most of
Australia, although above average for most of the
northern half of Western Australia. Nationally, rainfall
was 51% below the long-term average. Rainfall was
in the lowest 10% of historical observations (decile 1)
for much of the South West Land Division in Western
Australia, along the south coast of South Australia and
Victoria, much of central Australia and western
Queensland, and smaller parts of southern New
South Wales, eastern South Australia, and the Top
End. Monthly rainfall was the lowest on record for
most of Tasmania and an area spanning the
southwest of Victoria and southeastern South
Australia.

For Tasmania as a whole, it was the driest October on
record, while for Victoria and South Australia it was
the seventh-driest October. A very large number of
stations in Tasmania observed their driest October on
record (see page 27), as did a smaller number of
stations in Victoria and a few in South Australia.

Significant weather

October heat

Following on from a very dry September, heatwave
conditions developed over the southwest of Western
Australia from 1 October, before extending into the
mainland southeast during the following days.
Temperatures peaked between the 4th and 6th, with
early-season heat records set across large parts of
southern Australia. Further extreme high
temperatures were observed in the south of Western
Australia from 8 to 13 October, and while the
remainder of the month was not as exceptional as the
first half, temperatures generally remained well above
average across most of Australia.

For the southeastern mainland, area-averaged
October maximum temperatures for October were
close to temperatures typical for December, with
anomalies in excess of five degrees observed for
Victoria, New South Wales, and South Australia. All
States and the Northern Territory observed monthly
maximum and mean temperatures in the top nine
warmest on record for October, with New South
Wales, Victoria, South Australia and Western Australia
all warmest on record for both maximum and mean
temperatures.

Bushfires in the southeast, and a damaging
cool change

The heatwave in early October also saw an early start
to the fire season with extreme fire danger declared
over much of Victoria and parts of Tasmania. At
Melbourne Airport, the Forest Fire Danger Index
(FFDI) rating was severe 78 on the 6th—the second
highest spring FFDI value on record for Melbourne
Airport and the fourth earliest severe rating. The
highest spring FFDI for the location was 96 on 6
November 1982, in a record extending back to 1973,
while the earliest severe ratings (FFDI in excess of 50)
occurred on 11 and 12 September 2009 and 15
September 2002.

More than 70 fires burnt in hot and windy conditions
in Victoria, with up to another 55 in Tasmania. The
large number of fires was partly because this was so
early in the season and the usual summertime fire
permit period had not begun.

A wind change which passed through the southeast
during the afternoon of the 6th brought challenging
conditions for firefighthers and resulted in widespread
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wind damage to trees and some structures in Victoria,
with 315 calls to the Victorian State Emergency
Service (SES). The most significant fires included
those near Lancefield, about 60 kilometres north-
northeast of Melbourne, which destroyed five houses
and several other buildings, a smaller fire near
Tallarook about 80 kilometres north of Melbourne, and
a fire near Geelong, which destroyed one house at
Wensleydale. The Lancefield fire had been started as
a control burn the preceding week, but escaped
control lines on the 3rd and flared up as a result of the
hot, windy conditions experienced on the 6th, burning
4000 ha before it was contained on the 11th.

In South Australia a bushfire near Port Lincoln burnt
600 ha of land when a control burn near Sleaford on
DEWNR land also escaped control lines and moved
into the Lincoln National Park. Of the fires in
Tasmania, the most significant was a fire on the
northern outskirts of Hobart which threatening
properties near Tea Tree and Campania. There were
also several fires in eastern Queensland.

Later in the month another burst of hot and windy
conditions occurred on the 15th, with both new fires
and re-ignitions reported in Tasmania; with the largest
fire south of Geeveston burning 16 ha, closing the
Huon Highway and precipitating the evacuation of a
school.

Storms throughout the month

Areas of very heavy rain and thunderstorms occurred
across many areas of Australia during October, with
notable storms including:

e b5th: very heavy rain fell across Darwin from about
8:30 pm, with some areas receiving around 50 mm
in around an hour.

e 11th—12th: Extensive but patchy storms across
Victoria during the evening, with intense
thunderstorms causing heavy rainfall, fallen trees,
hailstones and power outages across the city and
eastern suburbs. The storms tracked across
Gippsland before weakening from about 9 pm.
Rainfall varied greatly; totals for the 24 hours to
9 am on the 12th ranged from only 1 mm at
Olympic Park, to as high as 19 mm at Ferny Creek,
with 12 mm at Eltham and up to around 30 mm
across the higher parts of the Great Dividing Range
in eastern Victoria. This rain also broke
Melbourned€™s record-equalling run of dry days
(19 days in September or October).

Thunderstorms near Comboyne in New South
Wales also occurred on the 11th, causing strong
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winds and 2 cm hail, and near Camden on the
12th, producing pea-sized hail.

17th: Thunderstorms were observed in eastern
parts of the South West Land Division and
Goldfields district of Western Australia on the
evening of the 17th and the morning of the 18th,
with hail up to 3 cm reported and extensive crop
losses in the Newdegate and Dunn Rock areas of
the Great Southern district.

20th: Thunderstorms in Sydney caused substantial
lightning activity, including two lightning-related
injuries, as well as some downed trees and leaking
roofs in southern Sydney.

25th: Thunderstorms developed in eastern parts of
the South West Land Division and Goldfields
district of Western Australia, with associated hail
causing crop damage around the Southern Cross
area.

27th-28th: Severe thunderstorms affected the
Fernvale and Chinchilla regions in Queensland
when an inland surface trough stretched from the
northwest to the State to the southern interior on
the 27th, whilst a coastal trough and
south-southeasterly change moved north through
the far southeast during the late morning and early
afternoon. The sea breeze front moved further
inland into the afternoon, acting as a lifting
mechanism for the storm that eventually moved
through Fernvale. The Fernvale storm initially
developed near Killarney and moved
north-northeast. Hail up to 5 cm in diameter and
widespread structural damage was reported at
Fernvale. Hail of similar size was also reported at
Rosewood and Dayboro.

The following day, a vigorous surface trough lay
across the eastern Maranoa and Warrego district
and the far southwestern Darling Downs district,
with high instability and wind shear in the
atmosphere to its east. Thunderstorms broke out
along and east of the surface trough, with severe
thunderstorms forming initially in the Maranoa, the
southwest Central Highlands and the western
Darling Downs. Hail up to 5 cm in diameter was
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reported at Chinchilla, along with multiple reports
of structural damage. Large hail was also reported
at Tara. As the Chinchilla storm moved
north-northeast into Gayndah, then through the
Burnett River valley, heavy rain was reported
between Gayndah and Childers.

e 31str: Thunderstorms in Victoria produced a
tornado at Strathmerton, west of Cobram, which
caused structural damage and removed the roofs
from several houses.

e A number of waterspouts and tornadoes were also
observed in New South Wales, although none of
these caused any damage reports. A waterspout
was observed off Bronte Beach on the 12th, and
tornados were reported in Bundella on the 22nd
and in Merrywinebone on the 27th.

Strong winds in Tasmania

Gale-force and gusty winds in southern Tasmania on
the 17th caused damage to property and trees, with
Barrack Street in Hobart closed for a period after
blown roofing iron damaged power lines and traffic
lights. The peak gust for the event was 139 km/h at
kunyani / Mount Wellington in the early afternoon,
with Hobart reporting a gust to 102 km/h in the
evening and many other sites in the south registering
in excess of 90 km/h.

On the 26th, wind damaged three buildings in the
Tamar Valley: a roof was partially blown off a house at
Gravelly Beach in the morning, a big roof was blown
off a building in the Launceston suburb of Newnham
around 3 pm, and a roof was partially off a house in
Kings Meadows around 4 pm. There were also
reports of trees and limbs blown down. The strongest
gust was a relatively mild 80 km/h at Low Head, but
the direction (from the south-southeast) was
somewhat unusual.

Heavy rain in the Northern Territory

Rainfall event over central Top End on the 31st saw
Nitmiluk Rangers station record its highest daily
October rainfall, although the station record spans
only 19 years.
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Synoptic summary

At the beginning of the month, a ridge of high
pressure over southern parts of the continent saw an
easterly airstream into northern parts of Western
Australia. As the ridge tracked over the Great
Australian Bight, winds turned northerly and directed
a very warm air mass into the southwest of Western
Australia.

A pre-frontal trough approached Western Australia
from the west resulting in a northwesterly airstream
being directed into the southeast of the continent. By
the 4th, the high was located over the Tasman Sea
and became near stationary, producing a persistent
northwesterly flow into southeastern Australia. On
the 6th, a trough of low pressure extended from the
Kimberley in Western Australia through the interior
into western Victoria. A cold front located in the Great
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Australia Bight and behind the trough approached
western Victoria, bring cooler conditions to the lower
southeast and Tasmania.

Easterly flow persisted across the northern half of the
continent, as another cell of high pressure moved into
the Great Australian Bight and then into the southern
Tasman Sea by the 14th. On the 17th, a westerly
airstream and cold front brought strong gusts to parts
of Tasmania, while a broad surface trough lay across
inland parts of the Kimberley and the Pilbara coasts.

Low pressure troughs persisted across inland areas
and the tropics for much of the remainder of the
month while the weather across southern parts of
Australia was mostly controlled by high pressure
ridges



Temperatures

Australia experienced its warmest October on record
in 2015, with the national average temperature

2.89 °C above the historical average. This is the
largest temperature anomaly for any month,
exceeding the previous record of +2.75 °C set in
September 2013. Both minimum (+2.34 °C) and
maximum temperatures (+3.44 °C) were the highest
on record for the country as a whole.

Temperatures were the warmest on record for
October across most of the southern half of Australia,
with large numbers of monthly temperature records
(see page 0) broken for stations across the country,
although few daily records were set. Statewide
average temperatures were the warmest on record
for October in Western Australia (+3.28 °C), South
Australia (+4.63 °C), Victoria (+4.13 °C) and New
South Wales (+4.52 °C), with the remaining States all
recording mean temperatures in the ten warmest
years on record.

Maximum temperatures

Mean maximum temperatures during October were
the highest on record for Australia as a whole, and the
warmest on record across 54.8% of the continent
including almost the entire southern half of the
mainland, with above average temperatures across an
additional 30% of the country. Cooler-than-average
temperatures were restricted to the eastern Cape
York peninsula, with close to average temperatures
also recorded in eastern and tropical Queensland as
well as in parts of the northern half of the Northern
Territory and Kimberley region of Western Australia.
Maximum temperatures were the highest on record
for October in Victoria (+5.92 °C), South Australia
(+5.61 °C), New South Wales (+5.49 °C) and Western
Australia (+3.73 °C), the second-warmest on record
for the Northern Territory (+2.05 °C), the third-
warmest on record for Tasmania (+2.16 °C), and the
equal-ninth-warmest for Queensland (+1.60 °C).

Daytime temperatures were warm throughout the
month, but particularly warm during a significant and
prolonged heatwave during the first week of the
month. The hot spell was associated with a ridge of
high pressure which tracked across southern parts of
the continent between the 1st and the 6th, followed
by a prefrontal trough, which directed very warm air
from northern Australia into southern regions. While
fewer stations broke records for their warmest
October day on record (see page 0) (including 13 in
Victoria setting records on the 5th or 6th), a large
number of records were broken for early-season heat
and prolonged hot, which are detailed in Special
Climate Statement 52.

Well-above-average temperatures were experienced
in the southern half of the country for the majority of
the month, with the passage of further high pressure
systems and surface troughs across southern
Australia causing a succession of warm spells where
anomalies exceeded 12 °C above normal in parts of
southwest Western Australia and the southeast
mainland. Notable warm periods occurred across the
south just prior to mid-month, and again between the
21st and 25th.

Many stations broke records for the total number of
hot days during the month, including nine days above
30 °C at Perth Airport and two days above 30 °C in
Hobart.

Minimum temperatures

Minimum temperatures were also the highest on
record for Australia as a whole (national anomaly
+2.34 °C) as well as the States of New South Wales,
Victoria, Queensland and South Australia, and the
sixth-warmest on record for Queensland. Minima
were highest-on-record across almost half the country
including most of the southern mainland, with above-
average temperatures in Tasmania. Temperatures

Above-average falls were restricted to the northern
half of Western Australia, where October is typically a
dry month; total rainfall was generally in the 10 to

25 mm range in this region. Rainfall was generally
below average elsewhere in the country, with the
exception of closer to average rainfall in parts of
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northwest South Australia, northeast New South
Wales, and southeast and northern Queensland.

During the first week of the month, rain was generally
isolated to localised showers and storms, with
heaviest falls in southeast Queensland on the 1st and
in the Darwin region on the 6th. From the 9th, a
surface trough extending between central and
southeast Australia was associated with a band of
thunderstorm activity, with intense storms producing
locally heavy falls in parts of eastern Victoria on the
11th.

Thunderstorms also produced locally heavy falls in
southeast Queensland and northeast New South
Wales over the 14th and 15th. This was followed by
continued dry conditions, with the exception of
moderate rain in the far southwest of Western
Australia from a cold front on the 19th.

A high pressure system to the east of the continent
and associated easterly flow produced further
showers in the Cairns region of Queensland on the
20th, with a surface trough developing over the
eastern States on the 21st which generated further
thunderstorms in southeast Australia. Embedded in
the trough, a low pressure system developed off the
New South Wales south coast on the 22nd, producing
locally heavy rain in east Gippsland before moving
offshore.

Localised thunderstorms continued to produce rain in
southeast Queensland on the 24th and 25th, with a
complex pattern of surface troughs developing across
the country from the 27th. These produced the
heaviest rain of the month, with thunderstorms and
rain across much of eastern New South Wales and
southeast Queensland, as well as in parts of inland
Western Australia, with particularly heavy rain near
Brisbane on the 29th. The month ended with
thunderstorms in parts of the Kimberley region of
Western Australia and the Top End of the Northern
Territory.
