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Units of measurement
Except where noted, temperature is given in degrees Celsius (°C), rainfall in millimetres (mm), and wind speed in kilometres
per hour (km/h).

Observation times and periods
Each station in Australia makes its main observation for the day at 9 am local time. At this time, the precipitation over the past
24 hours is determined, and maximum and minimum thermometers are also read and reset. In this publication, the following
conventions are used for assigning dates to the observations made:
Maximum temperatures are for the 24 hours from 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the afternoon of that
day.
Minimum temperatures are for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the early morning of that
day.
Mean temperatures are the average of the daily maximum and daily minimum temperatures.
Daily rainfall is for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. This means a significant fraction of the rain may have
occurred on the previous calendar day.
Monthly rainfall is for the period from 9 am on the last day of the previous month to 9 am on the last day of this month.
Maximum daily wind gusts are in the 24 hours from midnight to midnight.

Climatological values
The climatological averages shown in the text and tables are generally long-term means based on observations from the years
1961–1990. They are not shown for sites with less than 25 years of record in that time, as they cannot then be calculated
reliably. Climatological extremes are generally taken from all available years of record; the number of years can vary markedly
from site to site.

Records
The tables of records are not exhaustive, as they only show sites with at least 30 years of record. This may exclude locations
where a new site has been established; this means even some major cities and towns may not be listed.

Maps
The temperature and rainfall maps are intended to give an overview of the country. There could be discrepancies between the
values shown on these maps and those at individual locations, as a result of the way the maps are generated. A wide range of
maps of rainfall, temperature and other variables, covering the whole country and smaller regions can be found at
www.bom.gov.au/climate/maps.

November was again a very warm month for
Australia, concluding Australia's second-warmest

spring on record. For the month, both maximum and
minimum temperatures were very much above
average over much of Australia. Nationally, maximum
temperatures were the fifth-warmest on record for
November with an anomaly +1.98 °C, and minimum
temperatures were the warmest on record with an
anomaly +1.75 °C. For mean temperatures,
November ranked as the equal second-warmest on
record for Australia with an anomaly +1.86 °C.
November was characterised as much by a general
lack of cool conditions, rather than being marked by
periods of extreme warmth.

November rainfall was near average for Australia
nationally. Rainfall was above average for large areas
of Western Australia, central and eastern South
Australia, and New South Wales. Rainfall was below
average for southwest Western Australia, southern
Victoria, Tasmania, the Top End, and other pockets of
northern Australia.

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Significant weather

Strong winds in southeast Australia

A cold front crossed southeastern Australia on the
evening of the 25th, bringing strong and gusty winds.
Power outages and trees across roads were reported
in several areas of southeast Tasmania, along with
some damage to roofs around Hobart. Strong winds
also downed trees and caused minor building and car
damage as well as power outages in Melbourne;
among the worst-hit areas was Carlton North where
two large trees destroyed three cars and fell on
powerlines, narrowly missing homes, while a fallen
tree near Lake Eildon injured six teenagers. Gusts
exceeded 90 km/h across southern Tasmania and
Melbourne, reaching 107 km/h at Fawkner Beacon in
Port Phillip, 119 km/h at Mount Hotham, 126 km/h at
both Scotts Peak Dam and Kunanyi/Mount
Wellington.

Thunderstorms throughout the month

Areas of very heavy rain and thunderstorms occurred
across many areas of Australia during October, with
notable storms including:

• 1st: Severe thunderstorms across the southeast
caused 2-4 cm hail in western Victoria, resulting in
extensive crop losses, while a reported tornado
destroyed three houses and removed roofs from
several others in Strathmerton. At the same time,
thunderstorms with strong winds caused minor
damage in Oberon, Wollongong and Broken Hill in
New South Wales, with gusts of up to 120 km/h at
White Cliffs.

• 3rd: Thunderstorms caused heavy rain and
localised flash flooding at Port Pirie and Port
Lincoln, with 45 mm recorded in 45 minutes at
Port Pirie Airport.

• 4th: Thunderstorms caused strong winds and
heavy rain in western New South Wales and South
Australia. In the region between Burra and Worlds
End in South Australia, rainfall totals of
150-190 mm and large amounts of 1-2 cm hail
caused flash flooding on farm properties, extensive
and severe loss of crops and road washaways.
Large amounts of small hail was also reported
elsewhere in the Mid North district, while Morgan
recorded 96 mm of rain within 1.5 to 2 hours,
flooding a caravan park and causing water damage
to homes and a golf course. Strong winds were
also reported, with gusts of up to 120 km/h at
Fowler's Gap and minor damage in Broken Hill,
while a tornado was reported near Monarto.

• 5th: Thunderstorms in the Goldfields district of
Western Australia, with the metal roof torn from a
historic railway building in Kalgoorlie.

Severe thunderstorms in Melbourne also caused
heavy rain and flash flooding, with reports of a
funnel cloud in the northwestern suburbs, while a
cattle worker was struck by lightning in Normanton
in northwest Queensland.

• 8th: A man was critically injured by a lightning
strike in Byron Bay.

• 12th: Thunderstorms in northeastern Victoria
produced heavy rain, with hail of 2-3 cm reported
near Marysville, Wangaratta, Beechworth and
Kinglake.

• 13th: Severe thunderstorms caused heavy rain and
hail in Sydney and the New South Wales central
coast, with hail of up to 4 cm reported in Umina
and some localised flash flooding.

• 14th: Thunderstorms in southeast Queensland
caused damaging winds and up to 2 cm hail in St
George.

• 15th: Thunderstorms in southeast Queensland
produced hail of up to 4 cm in diameter in
numerous locations including Hervey Bay, Gin Gin
and Bundaberg.

• 16th: Severe thunderstorms developed over the
Central Highlands and Coalfields regions of
Queensland, and the northern Darling Downs,
including Blackwater, Miles, Dysart and Taroom.
Moranbah recorded a maximum wind gust of
156 km/h, and small aircraft were flipped over at
the aerodrome. Hail up to 4 cm in diameter was
reported from Blackwater.

• 23rd: Thunderstorms on the Mid North Coast of
New South Wales caused hail of 3-4 cm in
diameter at Yamba, Rappville, Alstonville and
Tabulam.

• 24th: Severe thunderstorms in the Darling Downs
over the 22nd to 24th, with hail up to 6 cm in
diameter reported at Stanthorpe, and Linville and
Grantham on the 24th

• 27th: Hail 2 cm in diameter was reported from
locations between Kingaroy and Nanango.

• 28th: Hail of 3-6 cm was reported from a storm in
Oakey.

• 29th: Thunderstorms produced large hail in
southeast Queensland and northeast New South
Wales, with hail of 4-5 cm reported in Bellingen,
Lismore, Tatham, Warwick, Tara, Maryville and
several suburbs of Brisbane. The large hail caused
the roof of a maternity ward to collapse in Lismore
Base Hospital.

• 30th: Thunderstorms produced strong winds in
Melbourne, reaching 117 km/h at St Kilda, causing
fallen trees and 350 calls for help to the State
Emergency Service. A tree also sparked a grass
fire by falling on a power line in Doncaster East.

Thunderstorms also produced hail of up to 4 cm in
diameter at Blackbutt and Kingaroy in southeast
Queensland.

Bushfires near Esperance

Lightning ignited fires in the Shire of Esperance,
Western Australia, on the 15th. These fires continued
to burn and became uncontained on the 17th as fire
weather conditions reaching catastrophic level with
very hot, dry and very windy conditions with a
significant wind change. During the evening of 17
November, 4 people died in a fire near the localities of
Grass Patch and Salmon Gums to the northwest of
Esperance.

Bushfires also burnt 50 hectares of bushland in Devon
North in eastern Victoria over the 17th to 18th.

Large bushfires in South Australia

Hot and very dry conditions with strong north to
northwest winds ahead of a strong and gusty west to
southwesterly change affected much of South
Australia on the 25th, leading to dangerous fire
weather. Fire danger indices corresponding to the
catastrophic fire danger category occurred in the Mid
North and Murraylands and very briefly in parts of the
Eastern Eyre Peninsula, Riverland and North West
Pastoral districts.

Several fires occurred but the most serious was the
Pinery fire in the Mid North district to the north of

Adelaide. This fire ignited about midday, and was a
fast running grass fire. The fire initially spread
southeastwards as a long narrow fire, and when the
wind turned, the long eastern flank became a broad
front and the fire spread rapidly eastwards. About
82 000 hectares was burnt by the end of the day.

Two people died, and several people suffered serious
burns. Known losses include 87 homes either
destroyed or significantly damaged, nearly 400 other
structures, mainly farm sheds and outbuildings, and
100 vehicles burnt. There were large crop and stock
losses.

Gusty winds in Victoria and Tasmania

A cold front that passed across Victoria and Tasmania
on the 25th resulted in widespread strong and gusty
winds, with gusts exceeding 100 km/h at several
sites. Strong winds uprooted trees: a large tree fell on
the camp site near Lake Eildon, just missing a group
of college students. Minor damage to buildings,
blocked road, damaged cars and power outages were
also reported. Among the worst-hit areas in Victoria
was Carlton North where two large trees destroyed
three cars and fell on powerlines, narrowly missing
homes. The winds were followed by a marked drop in
temperature, with some snow on Tasmania's higher
peaks. Very gusty winds continued in some areas
through to the 27th.

Synoptic summary

November began with a broad area of low pressure
over the eastern mainland on the 1st, which was
followed by a series of complex surface troughs and
embedded low pressure systems over mainland
Australia. These generated widespread thunderstorm
activity during the first week of the month, with
particularly heavy rainfall in inland New South Wales
on the 5th.

As a high pressure system pushed into southeastern
Australia from the 7th, the areas of lower pressure
and thunderstorm activity shifted further into northern
and western Australia, with locally very heavy falls
near Giles on the 9th. The troughs re-extended into
southeast Australia from the 12th, with renewed
thunderstorm activity and rain in the southeast of the
country and eastern Tasmania associated with a low
pressure system off the Gippsland coast on the 13th.

The following week saw further thunderstorms
associated with surface troughs in northern and
western Australia. A cold front and preceding surface
trough also crossed the country between the 18th

and 20th, bringing relatively little rainfall but strong
northwesterly winds and warm temperatures to
southern Australia.

A strong high pressure system crossed into the Great
Australian Bight and stalled between the 21st and
23rd, bringing generally dry, settled conditions to
much of the country. As this weakened and moved
offshore, another surface trough brought renewed
warm conditions and hot northwesterlies to southern
Australia, while a surface trough generated further
thunderstorms in parts of northern Western Australia
and the northern Northern Territory. A strong cold
front also produced heavy rain in western Tasmania
between the 25th and 27th, with strong southerly
winds bringing cooler temperatures to southeast
Australia in its wake.

The month ended with another surface trough
extending across the northern mainland into eastern
New South Wales, generating further thunderstorms
in the northern States and the east coast and dry,
warm conditions in the south.
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Temperatures

November was the equal second-warmest on record
for Australia, with the national average temperature
1.87 °C above the historical average. The national
average minimum temperature was the highest on
record for November, at 1.75 °C above the historical
average, while the mean maximum temperature was
the fifth-warmest on record (+1.98 °C). Mean
temperatures were warm throughout the month, with
Australia recording above average mean temperatures
for the 65 consecutive days between 27 September
and 30 November, well in excess of the previous
record spell of 50 days in early 1983.

All states except Victoria and Tasmania recorded
mean temperatures in the ten warmest years on
record, including the second-warmest November on
record in Western Australia (+1.78 °C) and
Queensland (+1.97 °C). Mean temperatures were in
the warmest 10% of years across the majority of the
country, including almost all of Queensland, Tasmania
and the Northern Territory, as well as in western
South Australia, coastal and far west New South
Wales, southwestern Victoria and southern and
northwest Western Australia. Only small areas
recorded their warmest November on record,
predominantly in the northern Northern Territory, with
no part of the country recording below-average
temperatures.

Maximum temperatures

Maximum temperatures were above average across
almost the entirety of Australia during November
2015, with the nation as a whole recording its fifth-
warmest November on record. Temperatures were
particularly warm in northern and central Australia,
with the third-warmest November on record in
Queensland (+2.06 °C) and the fourth-warmest
November days in both Western Australia (+1.77 °C)
and the Northern Territory (+1.99 °C), but all States
recorded daytime temperatures more than 1 °C above
average.

Maximum temperatures were in the warmest 10% of
historical observations in most of the Northern
Territory, inland Queensland, western South Australia
and the western half of the Kimberley and adjacent
parts of inland Western Australia. Daytime
temperatures were also in the warmest 10% of years
in southwestern Western Australia, northeastern
Tasmania, and parts of southern Victoria. Maximum
temperatures were the warmest on record for
November for an area of the Northern Territory around
the Gulf Coast, extending just into Queensland's Gulf
Country, with some stations in the Northern Territory
experiencing their warmest November on record.

Daytime temperatures were cooler than average
across much of the country during the first week of
the month, as a surface trough generated rain and
storms across the country, although northerly winds
brought locally warm conditions to the southeast
coast of Western Australia over the 5th and 6th. This
system moved eastward over subsequent days,
leading to well above average temperatures in
southern South Australia and Victoria over the 8th and
9th.

A high pressure system resulted in very warm
daytime temperatures in southwestern Western
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Australia between the 10th and 14th, with cooler days
in the southeast. The high pressure system and
warmest temperatures moved eastwards over
subsequent days, with a number of sites in the
Gascoyne and Goldfields recording their highest
November temperature on record on the 15th or 16th.
Associated with the hot and windy conditions, several
large bushfires occurred near Esperance in Western
Australia from the 15th. The warmth moved over
southeastern Australia over the 18th to 20th, with
large areas more than 12 °C above average.

Another high pressure system lead to the
redevelopment of warm temperatures in
southwestern Western Australia between the 21st
and 23rd, before again moving eastward through
southern Australia and into Queensland over
subsequent days. This was followed by cool days in
southeast Australia on the 26th, particularly in
southwest Tasmania where Mount Read's
temperature did not get above freezing, the latest in
the year the site has reported such a cold day. The
month ended with a final pulse of warmth that
crossed southern Australia between the 28th and
30th.

Minimum temperatures

The nationally averaged minimum temperature was
the highest on record for Australia during November
2015, the second consecutive month with record
temperatures. Almost 80% of the country recorded
minimum temperatures in the warmest 10% of years,
including most of Queensland and Tasmania, eastern
and western New South Wales, the eastern Northern
Territory, western and central South Australia, and
most of southern and western Western Australia.
Average to below average temperatures were
restricted to parts of the Kimberley region of Western
Australia and the adjacent area along the Western
Australia-Northern Territory border.

November was most notable for widespread warm
conditions rather than individual records, with record-
breaking minimum temperatures restricted to parts of
southeastern Western Australia and the Pilbara coast.
Western Australia was the only State to also record
mean minimum temperatures that were highest on
record (+1.79 °C, equalling the record from 2006), but
all States except Victoria and Tasmania recorded
minimum temperatures in the ten warmest years on
record.

The month began with cloudy conditions and warm
nights across much of the country, with periods of
warmer and cooler nights progressing across the
country. Nights were particularly warm across the
country associated with a complex surface trough
between the 10th and 12th, with very warm nights on
the south coast of Western Australia on the 13th and
14th. Warm nights were also associated with the
heatwaves that crossed the country between the
17th and 20th and between the 24th and 26th, with
cooler nights in southeast Australia on the 27th and
28th associated with southerly winds from a high
pressure system in the Great Australian Bight.
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Rainfall

Rainfall was near average for Australia as a whole
during November, coming in at 6% above the long-
term (1961–1990) average. Rainfall was below
average for southern Victoria and the lower southeast
of South Australia, Tasmania, southwest Western
Australia, an area of western Central Australia, the
Top End, and other pockets of northern Australia,
including scattered areas throughout Queensland. In
northern Australia below-average rainfall was largely a
result of less seasonal thunderstorm activity than
typical for November.

Total rainfall in November 2015

Rainfall was above average for much of Western
Australia, with the exception of small parts of the
Kimberleys and Southwest Land Division and an area
of the Interior. Area-averaged monthly rainfall was
45% above average for Western Australia, although
anomalies away from the eastern border of the State
were generally small. Rainfall was also above average
in an area of the western Northern Territory; the
eastern half of South Australia and adjacent areas of
central Australia, excluding the southeast; most of
New South Wales and some areas of southeast
Queensland.

At the start of the month, a broad low pressure trough
drew warm, moist air from the tropics into
southeastern Australia, producing showers and
thunderstorms over large areas of the eastern

mainland States. At the same time, a low pressure
centre located on an approaching surface trough
brought showers to southern Western Australia. As
the low deepened and tracked towards South
Australia, a broad cloudband with embedded
thunderstorms developed north of the trough system,
extending showers from the Kimberley in the
northwest, through central Australia, and into large
parts of South Australia. Daily rainfall records for
November were set at a large number of stations in
the agricultural districts of South Australia for the 24
hours to 9 am on either the 4th or 5th, with daily
totals ranging from 30 to 80 mm over large areas.
Widespread moderate rainfall occurred across the
mainland southeast in the 24 hours to 9 am on the
5th as the trough and low centres tracked eastward,
with some further rainfall records in new South Wales
and Victoria. Showers extended along nearly all of the
east coast on the following day. Areas of rain
continued over northeastern New South Wales and
eastern Queensland during the following days.

A cloud mass associated with a weakening cold front
brought rainfall to southern areas of Western Australia
during the 5th and 6th, with a number of daily rainfall
records set for stations in the north of the South West
Land Division for the 24 hours to 9 am on either the
6th and 7th. An area of convective cloud with
embedded thunderstorms developed over the
northwest, with areas of rain recorded over the
Kimberley and western Top End during the 48 hours
to 9 am on the 8th, with isolated flooding in the East
Kimberley trapping motorists in Purnululu National
Park. Rain and storms extended to areas of the
eastern interior of Western Australia and adjacent
Northern Territory over the following day.

Areas of cloud and associated showers developed
from the 11th along a broad surface trough extending
from the northwest through the Top End and inland
areas of the eastern States. Rainfall continued along
much of the mainland east coast and areas of
northwestern Australia, until around mid-month, with
widespread rainfall over southeastern Queensland
during the 24 hours to 9 am on the 17th.
