Units of measurement
Except where noted, temperature is given in degrees Celsius (°C), rainfall in millimetres (mm), and wind speed in kilometres
per hour (km/h).

Observation times and periods

Each station in Australia makes its main observation for the day at 9 am local time. At this time, the precipitation over the past
24 hours is determined, and maximum and minimum thermometers are also read and reset. In this publication, the following
conventions are used for assigning dates to the observations made:

Maximum temperatures are for the 24 hours from 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the afternoon of that
day.

Minimum temperatures are for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the early morning of that
day.

Mean temperatures are the average of the daily maximum and daily minimum temperatures.

Daily rainfall is for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. This means a significant fraction of the rain may have
occurred on the previous calendar day.

Monthly rainfall is for the period from 9 am on the last day of the previous month to 9 am on the last day of this month.
Maximum daily wind gusts are in the 24 hours from midnight to midnight.

Climatological values

The climatological averages shown in the text and tables are generally long-term means based on observations from the years
1961-1990. They are not shown for sites with less than 25 years of record in that time, as they cannot then be calculated
reliably. Climatological extremes are generally taken from all available years of record; the number of years can vary markedly
from site to site.

Records
The tables of records are not exhaustive, as they only show sites with at least 30 years of record. This may exclude locations
where a new site has been established; this means even some maijor cities and towns may not be listed.

Maps

The temperature and rainfall maps are intended to give an overview of the country. There could be discrepancies between the
values shown on these maps and those at individual locations, as a result of the way the maps are generated. A wide range of
maps of rainfall, temperature and other variables, covering the whole country and smaller regions can be found at
www.bom.gov.au/climate/maps.

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Significant weather

Heavy rainfall in Victoria, southern New South
Wales, and Tasmania

Heavy rainfall across large areas of Victoria and
Tasmania between the 1st and 3rd resulted when
moist tropical air being drawn southward by a
blocking high pressure system over the Tasman Sea
combined with a strong trough and cold front to the
south of the mainland. Multi-day totals of more than
100 mm were observed across parts of central and
northeastern Victoria, extending to the eastern border
regions of the Australian Capital Territory. Large parts
of northern Victoria and southern New South Wales
received two to three times the average monthly total
for December in just a few days.

The State Emergency Service (SES) received 2700
calls for assistance across Victoria, roughly half from
Melbourne. In the northeast 73 homes were
damaged by flood waters; severe flooding affected
towns including Euroa, Myrtleford, the Buckland
Valley, and rural areas to the south of Shepparton.
Flash flooding was also reported in parts of
Melbourne, particularly suburbs in the east and north.
Many farmers reportedly worked around the clock to
harvest crops before the rains started, while damage
to stone fruit and berry crops was reported in the
north of the State and in the Yarra Valley.

In Tasmania the event brought snowfall to levels as
low as 900 m on the 2nd, with unusually heavy falls of
up to 40 cm reported on the Central Plateau.
Thousands of livestock deaths in the Midlands and
some elevated areas were attributed to the cold and
wet conditions, with recently shorn sheep particularly
affected.

There was further heavy rain across Melbourne on the
evening and night of the 7th, as a cold front with a
band of cloud and embedded thunderstorms
approached the southeast. Flash flooding was
reported in some eastern and southeastern suburbs,
and 216 calls were made to the SES for assistance.

A prolonged December heat event

After a much cooler than average start to summer for
most of the country, widespread hot weather affected
all States and Territories during the 12th to 21st.
Heatwave conditions reached severe intensity in the
Pastoral Districts of South Australia and neighbouring
areas of southern and eastern Northern Territory,
much of New South Wales, southern and western
Queensland, and parts of northern Western Australia.

From the 12th a strong blocking high pressure system
over the Tasman Sea and low pressure surface trough
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over northern Australia maintained a persistent
northerly airflow over the east of the country, which
persisted throughout most of the rest of the month.

Several sites set new daily high temperature records
for December; mostly only those with relatively short
periods of record but a few with more than 30 years
of record, including Woomera, Williamtown and
Wellington. December daily minimum temperature
records were set at Tibooburra, Brewarrina, Nyngan,
Williamtown, Katoomba, and Yass (see page 14).

On the 18th South Australia as a whole had its
warmest December night on record (almost nine
degrees warmer than the December average), while
on the 19th New South Wales as a whole had its
second-warmest December night on record (narrowly
missing the record set on 21 December 1994).

The highest temperatures during the event were
recorded in South Australia at Oodnadatta Airport,
Marree Aero, and Moomba Airport, which all reached
47.1 °C on the 18th.

Storms in South Australia and heavy rain in
Victoria

A large and complex low pressure system moved into
the Bight during the 18th, with a front extending north
over the west of South Australia. Strong
thunderstorms developed rapidly along the front early
in the afternoon in a very hot and unstable air mass.
The thunderstorms tracked east during the evening
and overnight with the front, reaching eastern border
areas of South Australia during the morning of the
19th.

The thunderstorms produced wind gusts near or
exceeding 90 km/h at nine different locations in South
Australia, included Ceduna, Coober Pedy, Woomera,
Roxby Downs, Point Avoid, Cape Borda, Port
Augusta, Marree and Yunta. The thunderstorm at
Coober Pedy was particularly strong, with recorded
winds averaging 89 km/h and gusts to 109 km/h. At
Cadney Park Station west of Oodnadatta in the far
north, there was tree damage and windows and signs
were broken.

The hot, humid and unstable air moved over Victoria
during the 19th ahead of a cold front and low
pressure trough. Gusty and locally damaging winds
developed across Victoria in northerly flow ahead of
the front before winds shifted squally west to
southwesterly with the passage of the trough and
front. Severe thunderstorms developed across much
of the State during the afternoon and persisted
overnight, mostly affecting areas near the trough and
front. Several separate mesocyclones (vortices of air



found within some strong thunderstorms, typically 2
to 10 km in diameter) were detected on radar over the
Melbourne metropolitan area.

Flash flooding was reported in parts of Melbourne city
and a number of the surrounding suburbs, most
notably on the eastern side of the city. The storms
were fast-moving so overall totals were low, but
rainfall was quite intense over short periods. Hail up
to b cm in diameter was reported in several locations
in the northern and eastern suburbs, and a landslip in
Surrey Hills led to the closure of Warrigal Road. Hail
caused extensive damage in car yards around
Ferntree Gully and Knoxfield.

Extreme rainfall intensity was observed at very short
periods, including an annual exceedance probability
(AEP) of less than 2% at the 2 to 5 minute range at
Melbourne Airport, an AEP of less than 5% at the 3 to
5 minute range at Essendon Airport, and an AEP of
less than 20% at the 4 to 10 minute range at
Scoresby.

The SES recorded more than 1800 calls for
assistance, with 650 from Metropolitan Melbourne.
There were 110 000 homes without power at the
peak of the event; while 25 000 were still without
power at 8 am the following morning, mainly across
the north. In the north of the State there were 195
SES callouts in the Mildura area, a truck was
overturned by wind on the Hume Hwy between
Benalla and Glenrowan at 7:30 pm closing the
highway for several hours, and many trees were
felled in central and northern Victoria.

Severe thunderstorms in southeast
Queensland and northeast New South Wales

Lines of thunderstorms crossed southeastern
Queensland and northeast New South Wales on the
9th. Hail the size of tennis balls was reported around
Grafton in northeastern New South Wales, with more
than 40 calls to the SES for associated roof damage.
Felled trees were also reported around Landsborough
on the Sunshine Coast in Queensland.

Severe thunderstorms developed over southeast
Queensland on the afternoon of the 26th. A
particularly intense thunderstorm cell originated near
Southbrook, southwest of Toowoomba. As this cell
tracked north through Wellcamp and Oakey, it
produced large hail stones with a diameter greater
than 4 cm at Southbrook, and hail up to 11 cm in
diameter was reported at Silverleigh and
Goombungee, both north of Oakey. Damaging wind
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gusts snapped power poles and large tree branches
around Norwin.

Tropical cyclone Hilda

Tropical cyclone Hilda was first identified as a tropical
low which formed just offshore of the northwest
Kimberley on 26 December. The system tracked
southwestward, crossing the coast and remaining
over land as it skirted the Dampier Peninsula. The
system reached tropical cyclone strength in the late
afternoon of the 27th near Broome, briefly reaching
category 2 strength over water before making landfall
at 11 pm just north of Bidyadanga. Hilda weakened to
tropical low strength 2 pm on the 28th, with the
remnant low tracking well inland into Central
Australia.

Some structural and vegetation damage was reported
at both Bidyadanga and at Eco Beach resort (about

80 km northeast of Bidyadanga) as the system passed
by. Minor vegetation damage and felled trees were
reported at Broome, with heavy rainfall along the track
of the cyclone also causing some localised flooding at
Broome and disruptions to roads across the western
Kimberley, eastern Pilbara, and the Interior district.

Heavy rain and thunderstorm activity on the eastern
flank of the remnant low affected the northwest of
South Australia during the late afternoon of 31
December and persisted overnight before dissipating
around dawn on 1 January 2018. At Murputja on the
APY Lands in northwest South Australia, 30 mm of
rain fell in an hour and 43 mm in two hours during the
early hours on 1 January 2018.

King tide in Sydney

King tides in Sydney reached 2.03 m on the morning
of the bth, inundating footpaths at the Royal Botanic
Garden and areas near the Fleet Steps as well as
some suburban streets in Haberfield in Sydney's Inner
West.

Tully wins the "Golden Gumboot"

Tully's annual rainfall for 2017 was 3577 mm, beating
Babinda to take out the coveted Golden Gumboot (a
competition between several towns in Far North
Queensland for highest annual total rainfall). Babinda
is the wettest on average (an annual average of
4275.5 mm (1912-2016) at the Babinda Post Office
weather station, vs 4095.1 mm (1925-2016) at the
Tully Sugar Mill weather station), although Tully holds
the record for the highest annual rainfall (7898 mm in
1950 at Tully Sugar Mill, vs 7040.2 mm in 2010 at
Babinda Post Office).

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Synoptic summary

Mean sea level pressure was slightly above average
across much of the country during December,
particularly in the north as the monsoon trough failed
to arrive. Troughs dominated the northern, northeast,
and northwest coasts for much of the month, with
associated cloud cover and convection, particularly at
the start and end of the December.

A strong cold front from the south interacted with a
deep trough over the continent at the start of the
month, bringing extensive cloud cover and heavy
rainfall to the southeast. A small cut off low system
spun out from the easterly trough and tracked down
the east coast around the 6th, deepening as it tracked
past the east coast of Tasmania. On the 7th, a strong
cold front crossed the southeast of the country, with
cool air behind.

From mid-month, a long-lived high pressure system
stationed itself over the Tasman Sea, bringing
northerly flow across much of the east.

Monthly Weather Review - Australia - December 2017

A series of cold fronts crossed the eastern part of
Australia in the second week of the month, and a
complex low moved northwards from the Southern
Ocean reaching southwestern Western Australia
around the 17th. The system deepened as it moved
over the Great Australian Bight, and the associated
cold front then interacted with tropical moist air over
the Kimberley to create a northwest cloud band . The
system brought rain and cloud across South Australia
and into Victoria and Tasmania before weakening as it
passed northwards over Queensland.

A weak trough and cold front brought rainfall to
Tasmania and Victoria once more around the 23rd,
with the associated unstable air mass causing
extensive thunderstorms in northern New South
Wales and southern Queensland around the 26th.

Tropical cyclone Hilda crossed the western Kimberley
coast on the 27th, bringing extensive rainfall to the
northwest. The decaying cyclone moved southeast
across the interior of Western Australia and into
western South Australia.



Temperatures

December was another very warm month for
Australia. A long-lived blocking high over the Tasman
Sea brought an extended warm period from mid- to

late December, while the lack of monsoonal activity in

the tropics contributed to warmth across the north.
Widespread hot weather affected all States and
Territories, with numerous locations setting daily
temperature records for December.

Long-lived blocking high pressure systems during
November and December also contributed to record
high sea surface temperatures over the Tasman Sea
between Bass Strait and the western coast of New
Zealand.

The national area-averaged monthly mean
temperature was the fifth-warmest on record for
December (+1.10 °C), while the mean maximum
temperature was sixth-warmest on record (+1.17 °C)
and mean minimum temperature equal fifth-warmest
(+1.03 °C).

Maximum temperatures

Maximum temperatures were above average across
most of eastern Australia and the Northern Territory,
but near average for an area of Queensland's central
east coast, northwestern Victoria and parts of
southern New South Wales inland of the ranges.
Maxima were in the warmest 10% of historical
observations (decile 10) for December across nearly
all of Tasmania, western Queensland and the Cape
York Peninsula, most of the Top End, and eastern
border regions of the Northern Territory. The mean
maximum temperature was the fifth-warmest on
record for December for Queensland, the sixth-
warmest on record for Tasmania, and the tenth-
warmest on record for the Northern Territory.

Anomalies of mean daily maximum

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Maxima were also above average for coastal
southwest South Australia and areas around the
southeast, west and north of Western Australia, with
generally near average maxima across southeastern
and inland South Australia, and much of inland
Western Australia.

December started with daytime maxima much cooler
than average for most of the country, as a heavy
rainfall event at the start of December brought heavy
cloud and two to three times the monthly average
rainfall for parts of northern Victoria and southern
New South Wales. The largest anomalies were seen
on the 3rd, when maxima were more than 10 degrees
cooler than average across much of inland New South
Wales.

As a high pressure system crossed the Great
Australian Bight on the 9th, positive maximum
temperature anomalies emerged along the south
coast of Western Australia. Above average
temperatures progressed along the southern coast of
the mainland as the high tracked eastward, with
temperatures over southeast South Australia and
western to central Victoria more than 12 degrees
above average on the 13th.

The high stalled over the Tasman Sea, with a strong
blocking high pressure pattern maintained throughout
the rest of the month. Combined with a surface
trough around northern Australia, persistent northerly
airflow over the eastern States saw a prolonged
period of widespread hot weather, affecting all States
and the Northern Territory.

Temperatures built over South Australia and the
southeast most notably between the 17th and 19th,
when large areas observed anomalies in excess of 8
degrees above average. Conversely, in the west, a
low pressure system and associated cold front
brought days up to 12 degrees cooler than average
for part of the South West Land Division. This front



brought brief relief across the rest of the southern
mainland while rainfall in the northwest brought
cooler than average maxima around the 21st.

A second pulse of heat built over the Nullarbor Plain
on the 22nd, with above average maxima observed
over much of the country until the end of the month.
A few long-term sites in New South Wales and South
Australia set new daily high temperature records for
December (see page 14) during the second half of the
month, while numerous stations with a shorter station
history (less than 30 years) also set records in New
South Wales and South Australia.

Storms and onshore flow associated with a surface
trough then produced cooler than average maxima on
the east coast of New South Wales on the 25th and
26th. In the northwest, tropical cyclone Hilda brought
heavy rainfall to the western Kimberley from the 25th
then along the path of the remnant low as it traversed
the interior. Cooler than average days resulted
through the eastern Top End and Kimberley, then
through the Interior, with cooler air reaching South
Australia and Victoria by the end of the month.

Minimum temperatures

Minima were above average to very much above
average across much of southeastern Australia,
western and southern Queensland, the southeast of
the Northern Territory, and much of western to
central Western Australia. December mean minima
were the warmest on record across almost all of
Tasmania and along the mainland east coast between
Port Phillip in Victoria and coastal southern to central
New South Wales reaching as far inland as Canberra,
Mudgee, and Scone. Many sites in the southeast
observed their warmest on record mean minimum
temperature for December (see page 14). Below
average minima were observed in pockets of the
Northern Territory at the base of the Top End and
northern and Queensland.

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In area-averaged terms, the December mean
minimum temperature was the warmest on record for
Tasmania, the second-warmest on record for New
South Wales, eighth-warmest for Victoria, and equal
eighth-warmest for Queensland.

Minima were cooler than average over much of
Australia during the first week and a half of
December. Warmth building in the west saw a
warmer than average night on the west coast of
Western Australia on the 8th, with above average
minima then spreading and tracking across southern
Australia following the progression of a high pressure
system which brought both warm days and nights.

Minimum temperatures for the 24 hours to 9 am on
the 14th were notably warm over the southeast and
far southwestern Queensland, reaching more than 8
degrees above average in inland New South Wales,
eastern Victoria, and northeast South Australia.
Generally warmer than average nights continued over
the following days, spreading to affect most of the
mainland away from the north and west coasts,
peaking on the 19th with anomalies in excess of 10
degrees over the inland southeast and southwestern
Queensland. A record warm night was observed at a
number of sites, mostly in New South Wales on the
19th or 20th (see page 14).

Minima were close to average for much of Australia
for a few days before trending warmer again from the
24th. Minima were between 8 and 12 degrees above
average over Victoria and Tasmania for the 24 hours
to 9 am on the 28th under the effect of northerlies
along a surface trough and ahead of an approaching
cold front. Warmth moved into western New South
Wales on the following night, decreasing somewhat
as much of Queensland observed a warm night for
the 24 hours to 9 am on the 31st.



Rainfall

Nationally, rainfall for Australia was 13% below the
long-term average for December. Total rainfall for
both Queensland and the Northern Territory was
below average, while remaining States were all above
average. Victoria had its twelfth-wettest December on
record.

Total rainfall in December 2017
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Rainfall was above to well above average in the north
and the eastern half of Victoria, southern New South
Wales, eastern Tasmania, and southern and
southwest South Australia. Above to well above
average rainfall was also recorded along the west
coast of Western Australia south of Exmouth, and in
the eastern half of Western Australia from the West
Kimberley coast, through the State's central interior to
the Eucla coast in the south. Much of Queensland,
the north and east of the Northern Territory, and areas
of the Pilbara coast and southern interior of Western
Australia, and northwestern Tasmania reported below
average rainfall. Near-average falls were recorded
elsewhere.

It was a very wet start to the month for much of
eastern Australia. At the start of the month, a broad
surface low and an associated upper level trough
generated a massive cloudband with widespread
thunderstorm activity from northwestern Australia,
through central Australia, to New South Wales,
Victoria and Tasmania. Widespread moderate to
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heavy falls were reported in Victoria and Tasmania,
and numerous locations in New South Wales, Victoria
and Tasmania reported their wettest December day
on record, mainly on the 2nd. A number of locations
also reported their highest December rainfall on
record.

In the west, tropical cyclone Dahlia, situated well off
the northwest coast of Western Australia, began a
southeast track towards the mainland before
weakening below tropical cyclone strength by the 3rd.

Around the same time, thunderstorms and showers
developed from central to southern Queensland, and
across much of the eastern half of New South Wales.
An intense low pressure system east of Tasmania
maintained a vigorous southerly flow over the State,
with moderate falls recorded; heavier in northeastern
Tasmania. Further moderate to heavy falls were
recorded along the east coast and adjacent inland
districts of Queensland, and in northeastern New
South Wales; moderate falls also continued over
much of the southern half of Tasmania. Around the
6th, showers and storms produced moderate rainfall
totals along the east coast of New South Wales.

The next rain bearing system was associated with a
cold front tracking across southeastern Australia, with
moderate falls recorded in southeastern South
Australia, southern Victoria, southern New South
Wales and western Tasmania. Thunderstorms
produced moderate falls in the Kimberley district in
Western Australia for several days, before a
developing surface trough and embedded low
pressure system along the west coast of Western
Australia produced further isolated thunderstorms
through central Western Australia. An inland surface
trough extending through Queensland triggered
thunderstorms and shower activity, with locally heavy
falls reported in southeastern Queensland and
northeastern New South Wales on the 10th.

Around the 18th, thunderstorms with moderate falls
were recorded along a surface trough located through
inland New South Wales. Further south, a cold front
and associated complex low pressure system moved
across southern Australia, with thunderstorms
forming near the low and along the pre-frontal surface
trough. Moderate falls were recorded in southwest
and southern Western Australia, northern and
southeastern South Australia, and central and eastern
Victoria. Flash flooding occurred in parts of Melbourne
on the 19th due to fast-moving thunderstorms.

Further thunderstorm activity occurred over the
Kimberley, and much of the western half of the
Northern Territory, as well as the Gulf Country and



Cape York Peninsula — all associated with a broad area
of low pressure across northern Australia. The trough
extended through inland Queensland and New South
Wales, with thunderstorms developing over southern
and southeastern Queensland and northeastern New
South Wales around the 22nd and 23rd.

A lingering monsoon trough north of Australia
produced showers and thunderstorms, and brought
moderate to locally heavy falls to the Kimberley and
the Top End for several days. A deep, inland surface
trough extending through southern and southeastern
Queensland produced severe thunderstorms with
localised heavy falls, large hail and strong winds
affecting the southeastern Queensland district, and
northeastern New South Wales on the 26th and 27th.
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In the last few days of the month, a tropical low
embedded on the monsoon trough was located near
the Kimberley coast near Broome. This tropical low
intensified and reached tropical cyclone strength late
on the 27th, and was named tropical cyclone Hilda.
Heavy rainfall associated with Hilda was recorded in
the western Kimberley and parts of eastern Pilbara,
with widespread moderate falls recorded across the
central interior and southeastern areas of Western
Australia. The system weakened as it tracked
southeast, with a surface trough extending from
northwestern to southeastern Australia. \Widespread
moderate falls were recorded in the Kimberley,
Pilbara, central Australia, and in New South Wales,
eastern Victoria, as well as western Tasmania.
