Units of measurement
Except where noted, temperature is given in degrees Celsius (°C), rainfall in millimetres (mm), and wind speed in kilometres
per hour (km/h).

Observation times and periods

Each station in Australia makes its main observation for the day at 9 am local time. At this time, the precipitation over the past
24 hours is determined, and maximum and minimum thermometers are also read and reset. In this publication, the following
conventions are used for assigning dates to the observations made:

Maximum temperatures are for the 24 hours from 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the afternoon of that
day.

Minimum temperatures are for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. They normally occur in the early morning of that
day.

Mean temperatures are the average of the daily maximum and daily minimum temperatures.

Daily rainfall is for the 24 hours to 9 am on the date mentioned. This means a significant fraction of the rain may have
occurred on the previous calendar day.

Monthly rainfall is for the period from 9 am on the last day of the previous month to 9 am on the last day of this month.
Maximum daily wind gusts are in the 24 hours from midnight to midnight.

Climatological values

The climatological averages shown in the text and tables are generally long-term means based on observations from the years
1961-1990. They are not shown for sites with less than 25 years of record in that time, as they cannot then be calculated
reliably. Climatological extremes are generally taken from all available years of record; the number of years can vary markedly
from site to site.

Records
The tables of records are not exhaustive, as they only show sites with at least 30 years of record. This may exclude locations
where a new site has been established; this means even some maijor cities and towns may not be listed.

Maps

The temperature and rainfall maps are intended to give an overview of the country. There could be discrepancies between the
values shown on these maps and those at individual locations, as a result of the way the maps are generated. A wide range of
maps of rainfall, temperature and other variables, covering the whole country and smaller regions can be found at
www.bom.gov.au/climate/maps.

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Overview

Rainfall was above average for Australia as a
whole.

Rainfall for the month was above or very much
above average for much of the east, central and
north-west of Australia, as well as the west of
Western Australia.

Rainfall for the month was below average for the
southern half of Queensland's Cape York
Peninsula. Rainfall for New South Wales was more
than double the March average, coming in as the
second-wettest March on record for the state,
behind March 1956 — extensive areas of flooding
resulted.

Special Climate Statement 74 was issued: Extreme
rainfall and flooding in eastern and central Australia
in March 2021. The statement discusses the
extreme multi-day rainfall and significant flooding

that affected many parts of eastern and central
Australia from 17 to 26 March 2021.

Mean maximum temperatures for March were
cooler than average for large areas of mainland
Australia extending from the north-west through to
New South Wales and Victoria.

Mean maximum temperatures were warmer than
average for much of the northern half of
Queensland extending into the Wide Bay and
Burnett District, pockets of the Northern Territory,
and parts of the southern half of Western Australia.
Mean minimum temperatures for March were
warmer than average for most of Queensland, the
northern half of the Northern Territory, and the
south-western quarter of Western Australia, cooler
than average for some smaller areas, mostly
across central New South Wales and in the Pilbara
and Kimberley in Western Australia.

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Significant weather

Heatwaves

In the first week of March, low-intensity to severe
heatwave conditions affected large areas of northern
Australia, from western Queensland, through much of
the Northern Territory, and into eastern parts of
Western Australia.

New South Wales
Tsunami warning for Norfolk Island

A Tsunami Marine Warning was issued early on Friday
5 March 2021 for Norfolk Island, following a 7.9
magnitude earthquake near the Kermadec Islands
region, north-east of New Zealand. A further
aftershock of 6.6 magnitude was recorded at 1013
AEDT at the same location.

There was no tsunami threat to the Australian
mainland or to Lord Howe Island. The impact of a
tsunami was observed near Norfolk Island. A sea level
gauge at Norfolk Island recorded a 64 cm tsunami
wave. Tsunami waves are more powerful than the
same size beach wave. It is the power rather than the
height that makes tsunami waves so destructive.

Severe thunderstorms

On the 8th, severe thunderstorms with strong winds,
heavy rain and hail hit Sydney's west and south-west
as well as parts of northern and north-east New South
Wales. A waterspout seen off the coast near
Woolgoolga on the 11th.

On the 13th, lightning struck Sydney Harbour at
Circular Quay next to ferries during severe
thunderstorms across Sydney that resulted in flash
flooding. A potential tornado was reported at Chester
Hill in Western Sydney on Saturday morning, with a
woman injured by flying debris on the 20th.

Flooding

Major flooding occurred in multiple catchments across
New South Wales and Queensland during March,
with many more experiencing moderate flooding. A
coastal trough that brought heavy rainfall about the
Mid North Coast and Hunter districts, deepened into a
coastal low as it moved south, bringing very heavy
rainfall, minor to major flooding, and damaging winds
along the New South Wales coast. Some areas
received their highest weekly rainfall totals on record
and approximately 18,000 people were ordered to
evacuate their homes due to rising floodwaters.

Queensland
Tropical cyclones

A tropical low pressure system (17U) off the Cairns
coast developed into tropical cyclone Niran on 1
March 2021. The system stayed off the Cairns coast
but caused extensive damage to banana crops in
Queensland. The system intensified as it moved away
from the Australian coast, peaking as a category 5
storm on 5 March. The system generated widespread
moderate to heavy rainfall along the north tropical
coast.

Major flooding was recorded on the Herbert River on
the north tropical coast of Queensland on 1 and 2

March, associated with tropical cyclone Niran which
was located east of Cairns at the start of the month.

Severe thunderstorms

Severe thunderstorms affected the Brisbane area on
the 2nd, resulting in flash flooding and bringing down
trees, with power cut to 18,000 homes and 85 calls to
the Southeast Queensland SES.

On the 7th, severe thunderstorms produced rainfall
totals of 30 mm to 50 mm parts of central
Queensland around Longreach, Barcaldine and
Aramac.

On the 15th, after a drier than average season, more
than 60 mm of rain fell in an hour at Maryborough in
the Wide Bay and Burnett District in Queensland.

On the 16th, parts of central Queensland received
more than 100 mm in 3 hours, causing major flooding
as Retreat Creek in Sapphire reached 10 meters.

On the 17th, an isolated, extremely heavy daily rainfall
total of 550 mm was recorded at Byfield Childs Road

in the Capricornia District in Queensland, with further
falls over 100 mm the following day.

South Australia
Heavy rainfall

Parts of far northern South Australia received 50 mm
to 100 mm of rainfall in 24 hours, causing ponding
and overland flow on the 21st.

Tasmania
Damaging winds, heavy rainfall and flooding

On the 1st, severe winds lashed many parts of
Tasmania on Monday 1st and Tuesday 2nd, with
several sites recording gusts of 100 km/h or more.

Minor to moderate flooding occurred on the 24th in
eastern Tasmania after heavy rain, associated with a
larger system that caused major flooding across large
areas of New South Wales and southern Queensland.

Victoria
Heavy rainfall, damaging winds and flooding

Damaging winds along the Gippsland coast, with
heavy rainfall and minor flooding in the eastern
Victoria on the 23rd. Minor flooding was reported on
the 23rd in Gippsland after heavy rain in eastern
Victoria, associated with a larger system that caused
major flooding across large areas of New South Wales
and southern Queensland.

Western Australia
Heavy rainfall, damaging winds and flooding

Tropical cyclone Marian developed to the south of the
Cocos (Keeling) Islands in the Indian Ocean late in
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February. The tropical cyclone deepened into a
category 2 system by 26 February, and into a category
3 system by 28 February. The system continued to
strengthen and peaked as a category 4 storm early on
2 March, before decaying as it tracked towards the
south-west. By 6 March, the storm was downgraded
to a tropical low.

In Northam, in the South West Land Division (around
100 km east-north east of Perth) had more than

40 mm of rain in 30 minutes, causing flash flooding
on the evening of 2 March. Heavy rain on the 3rd in
south-western Western Australia resulted in flash
flooding in Northam, with 21 calls for assistance to
the State Emergency Service relating to flash flooding
and homes being inundated on the 3rd. The same
day, storms hit south-western Western Australia, with
some suburbs in Perth's north pelted with large hail
accompanied by thunder and lightning.



Synoptic analyses and summary
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Synoptic summary

At the start of the month, a tropical low was located
off the north tropical coast of Queensland, east of
Cairns, on a monsoon trough. The low remained
stationary and intensified to tropical cyclone Niran on
2 March. Niran moved south-east away from the
coast and intensified as it entered Fiji's area of
responsibility.

Surface troughs extended across the west, north and
east of the country in the first week of the month,
with embedded low pressure systems in Western
Australia and the southern Northern Territory. In the
south, a trough extended towards a cold front tracking
south of Victoria.

By the 10th, surface troughs extended across the
west and north of Australia, and another surface
trough extended from the north-west through central
Australia to the south-east. Embedded low pressure
systems were located over the north and south-west
of Western Australia, and over central Australia.

The surface trough in central and south-east Australia
deepened and moved slowly east and north through
inland Queensland and New South Wales. The trough
and associated cloudband moved through southern
Western Australia, southern Northern Territory and
South Australia on the 12th and 13th, ahead of a cold
front tracking the country's southern coastline, then
the cold front and surface trough moved across south-
east Australia on the 14th.

Around the 16th, a surface trough across the inland
north and east of the country produced an isolated,
extremely heavy daily rainfall total of 550 mm at
Byfield Childs Road in the Capricornia District in
Queensland.

A tropical low developed to the west of the Kimberley
on the 18th in the vicinity of a trough extending from
the northern Gulf of Carpentaria to the Indian Ocean.

Then, the tropical low weakened and moved south-
east across the west Kimberley coast. A trough and
associated cloudband extended from the low to



southern parts of the Northern Territory, south-
western Queensland, and the country's south-east.

In the meantime, a trough developed near the north
coast of New South Wales and produced moderate
rainfall along the state's coast. The coastal trough in
New South Wales deepened and expanded north
along the south-east Queensland coast and down to
the south coast of New South Wales.

A low pressure system developed over inland
northern New South Wales and moved across the
state's central districts towards the east coast, while
the coastal trough remained near-stationary. Multiple

flood warnings were issued for coastal rivers from the

mid-north coast to south of Sydney, with major
flooding occurring along the Hawkesbury Nepean
River Valley (HNV) at North Richmond.

By the 24th, a deepening low pressure system and
associated cold front was located in inland eastern
New South Wales. As the trough in southern inland
Queensland moved east off the coast, the low and
associated cold front tracked south-east through
eastern New South Wales, eastern Victoria and
Tasmania. Another cold front immediately tracked
over southern Victoria and Tasmania.

On the 25th, a trough extended from the eastern Gulf

of Carpentaria to the north tropical coast of
Queensland and triggered thunderstorms and
showers. In the south, a pair of weak cold fronts
moved across the far south-east of Australia on the
27th and 28th.



Temperatures

The national mean temperature for March was
0.21 °C warmer than average for Australia as a whole.

The mean maximum temperature was close to
average for March at +0.03 °C. The mean minimum
temperature was above average for March at
+0.39 °C.

None of the States or Territories ranked in the top or
bottom 10 warmest or coolest for their respective
maximum or minimum March temperature ranks.

Maximum temperatures

Mean maximum temperatures for March were cooler
than average for large areas of mainland Australia
extending from the north-west of Western Australia,
taking in the East and West Kimberley, Pilbara, and
north-eastern Interior District, through the south-west
of the Northern Territory and far north of South
Australia. Mean maximum temperatures were also
cooler than average in New South Wales, and
covering most of Victoria except the far west, and the
southern border region of Queensland. This area of
cooler than average mean maximum temperatures
largely followed the band of above average rainfall.

Anomalies of mean daily maximum
temperature in March 2021
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Maximum temperatures for the month were very
much below average (decile 1) for large parts of New
South Wales, mostly along and inland of the Great
Dividing Range, extending into parts of the north-west
of the state. The mean maximum temperature for
March was warmer than average for much of the
northern half of Queensland, extending along the
coast into the Wide Bay and Burnett District, and also
for pockets of the Northern Territory in the Top End
and east of Tennant Creek. Mean maximum
temperatures were also warmer than average for
parts of Western Australia in the western Gascoyne,
western Interior, and along the southern coast.

At the start of the month, cloudy and wet conditions
resulted in cooler than normal days in the west of
Western Australia north-west and south-west
Australia, while sunny and warm days were observed
in central Australia. The north-westerly winds ahead
of a trough led to a daytime temperature spike
progressing from the south-east Western Australian
to South Australia then the country's south-east
between the 11th and 13th.

An extensive cloudband developed along the trough
resulted in daily maximum temperatures more than
10 °C cooler than normal centred around southern
half of the Northern Territory, north-eastern South
Australia and south-western Queensland on the 14th
before cool anomalies contracted to southern inland
Queensland and northern inland New South Wales till
the 17th. A number of sites with temperature
observations spanning at least 30 years in the
Northern Territory, Queensland and New South Wales
observing their lowest March maximum temperature
on record.

Much cooler than average days were observed in the
Kimberley and ease Pilbara in Western Australia from
the 19th with a few stations having their coldest
March day on record.

Cool anomalies shifted to central Australia then New
South Wales by the 21st. Cool days persisted in
central and south-eastern Australia for the remainder
of the month.

In Western Australia cool days were observed in the
Kimberley and eastern Pilbara on the 19th and 20th.

Towards the end of the month from the 28th, low-
intensity heatwave conditions were experienced
across parts of the inland southern Gascoyne and
eastern South West Land Division, and severe
heatwave conditions in the Southeast Coastal District,
with temperatures reach the high 30s to low 40s, and
some sites had their late season temperature records



(a late season record is the highest temperature so
late in March). The heatwave at the end of the month
propelled Esperance town in the South East Coastal
District having their warmest March on record.

Minimum temperatures

The mean minimum temperature for the month was
above average for much of the west and inland south
of Western Australia, the northern half of the
Northern Territory, far north-east New South Wales,
and most of Queensland away from the Channel
Country District and central Cape York Peninsula.

Anomalies of mean daily minimum
temperature in March 2021
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Mean minimum temperatures were below average
for some areas, including inland New South Wales
away from the west, and in Western Australia in the
central Pilbara and between the central Kimberley
coast and the north-east of the Interior District.

Minimum temperatures up to 8 °C warmer than
normal were observed in south-western Northern
Territory for mornings between the 4th and 6th, due
to overnight cloudy conditions. Yulara Airport's
minimum temperature on the 4th just shy of 30 °C,
its warmest March night on record.

In contrast, minimum temperatures were at least 6 °C
cooler than normal in central inland New South Wales
on the 6th.

Overnight clear skies and light winds saw cool nights
across the southern Australia on the 14th and 15th,
then shifted to central Australia from the 16th till 18th.

Cool nights persisted in the eastern mainland from
the 26th and expanded to central Australia at the end
of the month. Conversely, heatwave conditions in the
southern Western Australia saw a number of sites in
the South East Coastal District had their warmest
March night on record on the 30th.

Overnight temperatures were mostly mild throughout
the month resulted in a number of sites in the East
Coast District in Tasmania had their highest mean
minimum temperature for March on record.



Rainfall

March rainfall was above average for Australia as a
whole.

Total rainfall in March 2021
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Rainfall for the month was above or very much above
average for most of New South Wales and the
southern half of Queensland, the southern half and
west of the Northern Territory, the northern half and
central south of South Australia. Rainfall was also
above average in the Kimberley and much of the west
of Western Australia, parts of central and eastern
Victoria, and the east coast of Tasmania.

Rainfall for New South Wales was more than double
the average rainfall for March, coming in as the
second-wettest March on record for the state, behind
March 1956. Rainfall for the month was in the highest
10% of historical records (decile 10) for most of the
eastern half of the state and much of the north,
extending into parts of southern Queensland and
Central Australia. There were over 60 locations in
New South Wales and a dozen in Queensland that
had their wettest March on record, including a
number of sites with rainfall observations go back to
the late 19th century. Areas of extensive flooding
resulted throughout eastern New South Wales.
Special Climate Statement 74: Extreme rainfall and
flooding in eastern and central Australia in March
2021 discusses the extreme multi-day rainfall and
significant flooding that affected many parts of
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eastern and central Australia from 17 to 26 March
2021.

Rainfall for the month was below average for the
southern half of Queensland's Cape York Peninsula,
and a few small pockets in both the Top End in the
Northern Territory and south-east South Australia.

At the start of the month, a tropical low was located
off the Queensland north tropical coast, east of
Cairns, on a monsoon trough. The low intensified to
tropical cyclone Niran on 2 March and remained semi-
stationary off the north tropical coast for a couple
more days. Widespread moderate falls were recorded
across northern Queensland with locally heavier falls
over 100 mm to 200 mm in the north tropical coast, in
the vicinity of the tropical system.

A surface trough extended from the Gulf Country to
north-eastern New South Wales. Thunderstorms and
showers also produced moderate falls over southern
inland Queensland and northern New South Wales. A
cold front moved across Tasmania and an associated
low pressure system tracked to the state's south-
east, with moderate rainfall recorded in western and
south-eastern Tasmania.

In Western Australia, a broad trough and a weak low
pressure system tracked over the state's west and
south, and produced thunderstorms and showers
with moderate rainfall early in the month. A number of
stations in the South West Land Division had their
highest March daily rainfall on record on the 3rd or
4th.

A series of troughs dominated much of the country
and brought thunderstorms and showers in the north-
west and central Australia, also in the southern
Queensland and north-east New South Wales
between the 7th and the 11th. From the 12th, a pre-
frontal trough and cold front moved across South
Australia and the country's south-east, with an
extensive cloudband connected to tropical north-west,
to bring moderate rainfall along the passage.

By the 14th, the surface trough and associated
cloudband moved to the north-east New South Wales
and extended to Queensland's inland south through
the state's north-west to the Top End base in the
Northern Territory, and produced widespread
moderate falls in the Kimberley in Western Australia,
the Northern territory, Queensland, and north and
east New South Wales over next few days. On the
17th, an isolated, extremely heavy daily rainfall total of
550 mm was recorded at Byfield Childs Road in the
Capricornia District in Queensland, its highest all-time

daily rainfall on record, then followed by further falls
over 100 mm the next day.

From around the 17th, extreme multi-day rainfall and
flooding affected many parts of eastern and central
Australia from 17 to 26 March 2021, as a result of this
split-flow blocking high pressure system in the
Tasman Sea, and a low-pressure system off north-
west Australia feeding moist tropical air into eastern
Australia as it tracked into the south-east over the
10-day period. In coastal New South Wales moist
onshore flow contributed to the heaviest falls,
supported at times by surface troughs and a small low
pressure system between the 19th and 20th. More
detail on the synoptic situation will be provided in a
forthcoming Special Climate Statement, while further
details of flooding is included in the Queensland and
New South Wales regional climate summaries.

Heavy rainfall during this period extended from central
Australia to northern inland New South Wales, leading
to widespread significant flooding in coastal New
South Wales, and some adjacent parts of south-east
Queensland and eastern Victoria. There was also
significant flooding on some inland rivers in northern
New South Wales and southern Queensland, as well
as in eastern Tasmania.

Monthly Weather Review - Australia - March 2021

Some stations in Queensland and Victoria had their
highest March daily rainfall on record during the event
(with two stations at Queensland having records
longer than 100 years), as did a few in Tasmania, but
by far the largest number of records were in New
South Wales where more than 50 stations set daily
rainfall records for March, with nine of these having
an observation period of more than 50 years, and
three of these more than 100 years.

A very large number of sites across northern and
eastern New South Wales also had their highest total
March monthly rainfall on record, with six of these
having an observation period of more than 100 years
and an additional 16 with an observation period of
more than 50 years. Some sites in Queensland and a
few in Victoria also had their highest total March
rainfall on record or their highest total March rainfall
for at least 30 years.

In the Northern Territory some stations in the Gregory
District had their wettest March day on record, while
other sites in the Gregory District, as well as sites in
the south-west of the Territory, had their highest total
March rainfall for at least 20 years.
